New Mexico Survey Results

The New Mexico Education Department conducts an annual survey of all public school districts to help access how stu-
dents and parents rate the performance of the staff of their school. At Dulce Middle School, the surveys were con~
ducted in December. We thank all students and parents who participated. Here are some interesting results from the
survey. V

Students ranked the Dulce Middle School staff “fair” in these areas:

+  Allow students to use many different ways (e.g., written, verbal, artwork) to demonstrate learning {30.7%).
s Focus on learning and not interrupting classes with announcements (38.1%).

» Reteach things to students who do not do weil on tests {33.0%).

« Help all students learn and do well on tests (36.8%).

+ Help students set classroom goals for learning (35.7%).

s Stress the importance of achievement and learning (34.5%).

Parents ranked Dulce Middle School staff performance as “good” in these areas:

+ Provide parents with opportunities to give input on school goals and improvement activities (33.3%).

+ Provide specific and timely feedback to my children and help them to use the feedback to improve (33.3%).
s Ensure that the school has a culturally respectful environment {28.6%).

MAPS Testing

Mid-High students took the Measurement of Academic Progress (MAPs) tests the first two weeks of December showing
many of our students were making gains in reading and math. MAP tests are given quarterly to determine students’
academic progress. These tests, which are shared with students, show students performing on or above grade level,
nearing grade level, or at a beginning level. “At grade level” means students are performing at their respective grade
levels. Nearing grade level means they are performing one grade below their grade level. Beginning level means they
are performing at two or more grade levels below where they need to be. '

Due to weather-related school closures on December 8, 9, and 11, it was necessary to extend the MAP testing right up
to the Christrnas break. We appreciate the cooperation of parents get their students to school for the tests

6th Grade Reading 18% at grade level, 45% at nearing, 36% at beginning level
6th Grade Math 13% at grade level, 37% at nearing, 48% at beginning level

7th Grade Reading | 22% at grade level, 42% nearing grade level, 35% beginning level
7th Grade Math 2% at grade level, 42% nearing grade level, 55% beginning level

8th Grade Reading | 37% at grade level, 57% nearing grade level, 5% at beginning level
8th Grade Math 20% at grade level, 54% nearing grade level, 25% at beginning level

long awaited event finally happened. The licarilla Game and Fish officials escorted the package to Science Lab |. The
lights were shut off. In the cool darkness the package was opened. AND, there they were... 250 Shasta trout eggs. The
eggs are now contained in the Science Lab | enclosed aguarium. The eggs will incubate in total darkness for about two
weeks. We will then start our trout life cycle program in science class. Students will be actively engaged in monitoring
water quality, temperature, and the phases of trout growth. In May we will release the trout in one of the Tribal
ponds. We welcome folks to come by and see the trout as they grow.
